Played at every start and end of a session to tune 
in, get together, create a collective atmosphere 
instead of an individualized one.

One question is picked randomly and everyody in 
the room answers one after the other
just a word/small sentence per person, takes only 
a few minutes.

“Hello There” & “Okay Bye” “In This Together” “Mental State” & “Spill”

Played at the very start of a course to see what 
people expect, need, fear, what capacities they 
have and how it is possible, to organize the sem-
inar collectively.

Afterwards played once a month to check up how 
students and professors experience the feed-
back, hierarchies and stress level.

One question is picked randomly and everybody 
in the room answers one after the other.

These questions should not just collect individual 
situations but start a dialogue about personal and 
institutional barriers. They take up more time and 
should be used as a regular and unquestioned 
safe-space to speak about these topics.
